How to play Roulette

Why are Double Zero Roulette chips different? 
 
Some of the chips used on the Double Zero Roulette table 
differ to those used on other games.  Each player may be 
given a different colour playing chip (known as wheel 
chips) to avoid confusion when placing bets.  The value of 
these chips is set by you when you buy in at the table 
(remember to exchange your wheel chips back to cash 
chips when you leave the table as they may not be played 
on any other table).
